Such engagements led people to
demand accountability and transparency for
good governance.

Given the large and unregulated private healthcare
sector and subsequent high out of pocket spending
on health, CEHAT studied and mapped private
healthcare facilities in Maharashtra and
consistently advocated for setting minimum
standards for private healthcare in the state. A
study conducted across 261 private hospitals (less
than 30 beds) in 11 districts of Maharashtra found
54% hospitals without a qualified doctor and 53%
hospitals without a qualified nurse.
